Jesus look around at disciples and say, “Very hard for people with wealth-
rich, to enter kingdom of God!”

Easy
for camel to go through eye of needle (narrow gate). Compare hard for

rich never kingdom of God. All things possible for God.”

Peter say to Jesus, “We sacrifice everything — give up everything — and
follow you.” Jesus say, “Amen, | tell you, if give up house, brothers, sister,
mother, father, children, land own now, for Gospel-Good News — then will
receive 100 times more. 100 times more houses, brothers, sisters,
mothers, children, and land with persecutions, and will receive eternal life

in life future.”
